We are a community of faith in the
Anglican Tradition, seeking to live lives of faith, hope and love as part of this community of
Downtown Victoria. We are on a journey of learning to be a welcoming, inviting, inclusive and
serving community which is open to all.

Our worship reflects our rootedness in the Anglican tradition, whilst drawing on liturgies that reflect
the long history and heritage of our Christian faith. Please join in as you feel able, and enjoy the
words, music and opportunity for prayer and to be a part of our community.

If our service seems unfamiliar, please follow the cues from our leaflet, the ministers leading the
service and those around you. Most of our Sunday morning worship services have the Eucharist, or
Holy Communion, at the heart of our worship — please feel free to join us, whatever your tradition, in
the sharing of bread and wine. GCluten free wafers are available: Please indicate if you need one.

Within the Anglican Church of Canada (under the advice of the Primate and the Chief Medical
Officer for Canada) we would ask that bread is not dipped into the wine, as this has the potential to
spread infection in a way that the sharing of the cup does not. If you would prefer not to share the
cup then receiving only bread is considered ‘full communion’ (also known as ‘Communion in One
Kind).

If there is anything that you wish to talk about, please do take the opportunity to talk to the worship
leaders, ministers and other members of the congregation following the service. If you wish to
receive prayer for yourself or for another, there will be members of our Healing Prayer group in the
south Quadra entrance who would be happy to pray with you as the Holy Communion is shared.

After our service we usually share coffee and an opportunity to get to know one another, in the
Church Hall — through the door on the front left hand side. We have many visitors and newcomers
here so please make yourself known to folks as you feel comfortable.

You are very welcome here. We don’t always get it right; please let us know when we do, and when
we don’t. Please stay and be a part of our family, for however long you would like.

READINGS FOR]JANUARY 5-EPIPHANY OFOURLORD

Isaiah 60:1-6 The glory of the Lord is light for all the nations. Psalm 72:1-7,10-14 In the ancient Near
East, kings were next to gods. A king and his heir were seen as endowed with justice by gods, and
had special responsibility for the poor and needy. This psalmis a prayer for the king, possibly written
fora coronation. Ephesians 3:1-12 The manifestation of God’s revelation to the Gentiles is celebrated
and Paul’s ministry to them affirmed. Matthew 2:1-12 “Wise men” (in Latin: magi) were members of
a Persian caste of astrologers and interpreters of dreams. Astrology was widely accepted then. A
star was associated with each person; the way the star rose told the wise men that a king had been
born. A later church tradition called the wise men kings.

The Special Blue Envelope for December is The Rector’s Discretionary Fund

This provides the rector with money that he can give away and use at his discretion. It could be to
help a family in the parish whose house burned down. It could be used to buy a sandwich for a street
person. It allows the parish to help people quietly and gives the rector a budget that he can use as he
sees fit without getting approval from wardens, parish council, or vestry.

Food Bank: We have 15 to 20 banana boxes (sturdy and good quality) in which the Food Bank at St.
John's receives fresh food. We usually return the empties for future use, but the food share network
has plenty of boxes for now. If anyone in the parish would like one or more of these boxes, they are
available in the crypt.

“...the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees defines that group of people as follows:

A refugee is someone who has been forced to flee his or her country because of persecution, war, or
violence. A refugee has a well-founded fear of persecution for reasons of race, religion, nationality, political
opinion or membership in a particular social group.

The Holy Family, as Matthew recounts the story, was fleeing because of a “well-founded fear of persecution’
because of their “membership in a particular social group,” in this case people with young children living in
Bethlehem. | am not sure how you could get any clearer than that.” -James Martin S)

“Inaword, Jesus was a refugee.
And this was no accident, no minor detail in the Christmas story. On the contrary, it was the opening note in
the song that would become his life and ministry, and at the same time a clear echo of the larger divine
symphony that begins in the Book of Genesis. For thatyoung refugee grows up into a teacher well
acquainted with scripture, with its oft-repeated refrain to welcome the foreigner, indeed to “love the
stranger, for you were strangers in the land of Egypt” (Deut10:19).
According to the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus concludes his formal teaching with one last parable, a story that
puts the premium not on any particular confession of faith but rather on whether we serve “the least of
these”: “feeding the hungry,” “clothing the naked,” and also and in particular “welcoming the stranger”
(Matthew 25:31-46). Jesus explicitly takes up solidarity with those who need the basics of food, clothing, and
shelter in this parable, as if to say, “If you're looking for me, you’ll find me among the most vulnerable.”
And so Christians can put it this way: Jesus was a refugee —and Jesus is a refugee.
Nor can it escape our attention that Jesus constantly warned —and warns — his followers against clannish
thinking, against serving the insider group at the expense of alleged outsiders.”
